Children’s Week Report
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Introduction

Children’s Week is celebrated in Australia annually to coincide with Universal
Children’s Day ‘which is celebrated in Australia on the fourth
Wednesday of October.

This year Children’s Week is being held between Friday 19 October and
Sunday 28 October.

The United Nations Committee on the Rights of the Child identified that investment
in the early years is critical for children, as during this period children experience
the most rapid period of growth and change during the human lifespan.
Throughout the early years children actively make sense of the physical, social
and cultural dimensions of the world they inhabit, and the earliest years provide
the foundation for their physical and mental health.

Access to quality Early Childhood Education and Care develops lifelong skills,
resilience and wellbeing that can immunise against future disadvantage and harm.
Greater exposure to quality ECEC enhances the employment and economic
prospects of children when they become adults.

The 2018 theme of Children’s Week is based on Article 12 of The United Nations
Convention on The Rights of The Child:

“When adults are making decisions that affect children, children have the right to
say what they think should happen and have their opinions taken into account ...
This Convention encourages adults to listen to the opinions of children and involve
them in decision-making...”
